with your documentary Idea, talk about my favorite 

starting tools Theme, Genre and the Fairy 
Tale tool. We'll discuss Production, Cinematography, 

and Directing before hitting the post-production phase.

This course will not only demystify the documentary 

process, but it'll also illuminate your creative strengths 

and help you identify areas of improvement and 

opportunities.

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The first part of this class is to talk about your 
IDEA and provide you with tools so you can 
develop it. 


A KEY part of developing your idea is 
mapping out the world of your subject, to 
provide you with a way into it. Documentary 
concepts are vast, and it can be challenging 
to find a way in. The Map Tool is a great way 
to do that, and, as explained in the lesson, 
using keywords with The Map Tool helps you 
chunk down and understand the world.

After setting the parameters for your idea (a 
short documentary of 1-3 minutes) we jump 
into STORY TOOLS, we'll discuss GENRE 
and THEME - and invite you to check your 
story off with the FAIRY TALE TOOL.

A bonus tool is - If your documentary had a 
poster, all to itself, how would it look like?
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THE FILM TEST

FILM 3 SHOTS


10 SECONDS EACH


EDIT TOGETHER

The Film Test section is about testing if you 
can do something simple. You'd be surprised 
how hard this test is. It's easy to think about 
it, and very easy to fail it.


The Test is: Can you film three shots and put 
them together? 


If you can't do this test - that is a red flag and 
it suggests that you're (ready) thinking too 
big at a time - which can stop you from 
actually completing your film.
